Minutes of the January 4, 2010 Meeting

The January 4, 2010 meeting of the Board of Directors of Roundhouse Preservation, Inc. (RPI) was called to order by President Linda Orrell with the following directors present:  Kate Piskorski, Lian Emmerling and Roxie Devers.  Also present was Dee Ann Blevins, Kay. Christie and Carroll Schroeder.  

The minutes of the November 2, 2009 meeting were read and approved.   

Dee Ann gave the Treasurer’s report, with the checking account having a balance of $895.73 after a deposit of $193 and payments of $100 to Chris Fox for website maintenance and $374 to Martin/Martin Engineers.  The balance in the money market is $57,602.24, with a deposit of $10,055.25, interest earned of 49.32 and a $48.60 donation made through Pay Pal.  Dee Ann added that she is working on the revenues and expenditures for last year and will be submitting a bill for the website hosting. 

Roxie gave an update on rebuilding the roof on the roundhouse.  The Notice to Proceed was issued to McCauley Constructors and the pre-construction meeting held on December 14, 2009.  Work will begin later than anticipated since the trusses cannot have the company name stamped on them and will require a special run, which won’t be done until the end of January 2010.  Minor details are being worked out on the plans and specs.  

Roxie then reported that SHF grant #2008-M2-007 for engineering fees was extended to October, 2010 so dollars committed for site visits and construction administration can be used.  She also requested that the contingency funds in the 2006 grant be used to help pay for the additional engineering costs incurred, but hasn’t heard yet if that has been approved.

Roxie added that John LaBorde had spoken to George Fling with the Denver Garden Railway Society about the roundhouse.  Mr. Fling asked that a letter be sent to him detailing our project and the progress to date since they may be interested in making a donation.  Roxie said she just got the letter mailed to Mr. Fling.  Linda added that John told her there are numerous model railroad shows coming up and he would be willing to be a presence for RPI at these events.  Kate suggested we contact Becky to do so.  Lian thought we should have John fill in for Becky if she couldn’t attend, with all but Kate agreeing to this. 

Under fundraising activities, Dee Ann reported that the Lincoln County Historical Society received information from Real Souvenir Publishing concerning fundraising ideas such as games and playing cards.  This will be looked into further and considered at another meeting.

Carroll asked if RPI wanted to have a Valentine’s Day dinner since he has turkeys left from a previous mea.  The Directors decided to have the dinner on February 12th or 13th, whichever night would not conflict with Jean Family Kitchen’s annual Valentine’s Day dinner.  Linda said she would contact Jean and then reserve the room at the VFW.  The menu will be turkey, cranberries, dressing, (Carroll will provide all three) mashed potatoes with gravy, buttered corn, rolls, (Carroll will make if Jean can’t) salad and dessert.  The cost will be $10/adult and $5/child.  Lian will print the tickets, place the ads in the papers and contact KLIM to see if they will do a public service announcement.  Tickets will be available at Main Street Mamas and Osbornes Supermarket.  

Lian reported she had looked into buying cards through Shutterfly and the cost is $10/box of 12, plus $2.49 for the shipping and handling.  This includes the card and envelopes.  Linda said she got the silver elastic to bundle the cards.  

Several thank you notes need to be written and Dee Ann agreed to do them.  They include Jean’s Family Kitchen for donating the prime rib for the Limon Ambulance Dinner, Smitty Nash for his Pay Pal donation, and Ken and Jan Dowlin for the $10,000 memorial made in Jan’s Mother’s name.  

Under old business, the annual meeting date was discussed.  Dee Ann said she has reserved the depot and will write to Dr. Brantigan about giving a presentation.  

The next Board of Directors meeting will be February 1, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. at the VFW.    

With no further business to come before the Board of Directors, the meeting was adjourned.
